•	 Provides financial assistance to landlords to complete repairs required 
to bring their properties up to minimum health and safety standards 

Sask Rental Offers:	

•	 A one-time forgivable grant to a maximum of $6,000 per unit 
in southern Saskatchewan and $9,000 per unit in northern 
Saskatchewan.  The grant does not have to be repaid provided that 
the property owner agrees to continue to rent to eligible tenants and 
must have rental rates that do not exceed the Median Market Rents for 
a period of one year

Eligibility Criteria:	

•	 To meet eligibility criteria, the owner of the property must:

•	 house tenants that have a gross annual household income below 
the Household Income Limits (HILs)

•	 maintain legal ownership of the property

•	 maintain rent at or below the Median Market Rents

•	 have a legitimate landlord / tenant relationship

•	 The property must be substandard or deficient and require repairs to 
meet minimum building health or safety code requirements 

•	 Repairs completed prior to written approval from Saskatchewan
